Powerful, juicy Shiraz flavors lead the way, supported with the structure and backbone 
of Cabernet. Rich fruit flavors with a slightly nutty, vanilla backdrop.

08	 Angeline, Pinot Noir Sonoma................................................................................................. 11/44
The color is deep purple; the nose is packed with dark cherry, violet, toffee, cocoa, nutmeg, 
blackberry and morels; the flavors are rich, ripe and well structured.

Aromas of strawberry, cherry, and soft spices with a hint of vanilla. Medium-bodied with 
ripe tannins and acidity.

Packed with flavors of licorice, plums, bing cherries, and blackberries.

08	 Layer Cake, Malbec Argentina................................................................................................ 10/40
A big opulent Mendoza malbec with hints of coffee, chocolate and spice  with a strong rich finish.

00	 Cain “Concept” Napa Valley.......................................................................................................... /80
This has a warm, cherry pie nose and is fragrant, floral and spicy. A sweet, round entry is 
followed by smooth, refined tannins.
